PEDRQ (CONT'D)
Do your hemework. Make your bed.
Listen to your mother.

JOSE
I think we have very different
definitionz of heroism.

PEDRO
Don't get smart with me.

JOSE
I'm just saying, a hero's supposed
to be faster than a speeding bullet
or able to lift ten million pounds.

PEDRO
Or... maybe a hero's just an ordinary

guy who's not afraid to back down
from an extraordinary situation.

Jogse gives Pedro a skeptical look, then darts off ahead of
him. Jose is marching up to a PUNK spraypainting a wall.

JOSE
Hey pendejo!l

PEDRQ
Jose, get back here!

Jose marches up to the Punk.



JOSE
How 'bout vou show a little respect
for the neighborhood?
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PUNK
(in Spanish)
Why don't you come over here and
make me, little bitch?

Pedro GRABS Jose and pulls him away from danger.

PEDRO
(to Punk, in Spanish)
I'm sorry, don't mind my nephew.
(to Jose, in English)
The hell's the matter with you?

JOSE
I thought vou said--

PEDRO
Those guys are twice your size!

JOSE
S0? We're supposed to just let 'em
get away with it because they're
bigger?

‘ PEDRO
No, Jose. We're supposed to show
restraint because we're smarter.

Pedro watches his nephew's face sink with disappointment.
